The Ice Bar restaurant remodel nearly doubled the size
of the existing space, increasing the capacity to 63 in the
dining room, 12-15 in the lounge and 20 at the outside bar.

THE ADVENTURE PARK

New this year, CBMR introduces the base area
Adventure Park, complete with year-round ice-skating,
bungee trampolines and a climbing wall. The skating rink
is made from Super-Glide® synthetic ice and represents
the first synthetic ice-skating facility in Colorado. Super-
Glide synthetic ice is a high-tech skating surface created by
skaters. The rink was recycled from the American Museum
of Natural History in New York City, where it was part of
a display on climate change. The bungee trampolines pro-
vide a turbo-charged, gravity-defying ride up to 30 feet in
the air, while the Climbing Pinnacle features a 28-foot, 
6-route tower with auto-belay.
